The Hall of Fame will represent the broad diversity of the legal profession in Maricopa County. The inaugural class of inductees will be comprised of 10 attorneys who retired or died prior to 1964 and 15 attorneys in practice after 1965.  
Members of the Hall of Fame will be inducted at the MCBA Annual Meeting, taking place on October 22 at the Hyatt Regency in downtown Phoenix.
