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Maricopa County Bar Association Provides Free Legal Advice; Celebrates 50th Anniversary of Law Week
PHOENIX – Honoring the 50th anniversary of Law Week, the Maricopa County Bar Association’s (MCBA) Young Lawyers Division will be hosting two free legal events for the public– Ask-a-Lawyer (April 26) and Phone-a-Lawyer (April 29).  Both events will provide access to lawyers answering questions on a broad area of legal subjects. 

On April 26, the annual Ask-a-Lawyer Fair will take place at Lamson College in Tempe from 9 am – 3 pm. At this event, the public is invited to meet one-on-one with lawyers who focus in numerous areas of law. Questions relating to landlord-tenant relations and domestic relations are very popular, but attorneys in all areas of practice will be present.  
On April 29, MCBA attorneys will gather at the KAET (Channel 8 PBS) studios at Arizona State University to hold the Phone-a-Lawyer event, where lawyers will take calls from the public and provide legal advice on a broad area of subjects. “This is a great opportunity for attorneys throughout Phoenix to positively give back to the community,” said MCBA executive director Allen Kimbrough.  “We encourage everyone throughout the Valley to call-in with their personal legal questions.”

Each year, members of the Young Lawyers Division and greater Maricopa County Bar community join together to hold several events and programs, each aimed at delivering free legal and educational services to members of the public.  

About Law Week

Law Day emerged from the Cold War, when during its annual May Day parade, the USSR would brandish its new war machines before the world and its cameras. Then-ABA president Charles S. Rhyne, distressed by what he saw in the media attention devoted to the Russian spectacle, drafted a Presidential Proclamation creating Law Day.  

He intended to contrast the United States' reliance on the rule of law with the Soviet Union's rule by force. After defying ridicule from Secretary of State Sherman Adams, (who believed Rhyne was trying to solicit a “Mother’s Day for lawyers”) Rhyne hand-delivered the proclamation to President Eisenhower who, upon reading it, dismissed Adam’s ridicule and promptly signed it on February 3, 1958.  
In the tradition of Law Day, MCBA has created Law Week, which is an annual event providing legal awareness and counsel to the Greater Phoenix community.
